The TTR Station Output Logger is a compact
economically priced unit designed to meet the
requirement for television stations to continuously
record their output signal, and to archive the tapes
for reference as a record of their output.

The logger superimposes time and date on to the
signal prior to recording. The time and date is
locked to station Longitudinal Time Code (LTC).
The unit provides two outputs of programme plus
time and date.

In the event of programme signal loss, the unit will
switch to an auxiliary input and display "SIGNAL
LOSS", for example, or any other customer
specified message, together with the time and
date.

The unit is housed in a 1U 19" rack unit.
Multichannel units are also available.

Continuously logs television station output signal.
Superimposes time and date (locked to LTC).

Detects and displays details of programme loss.
Compact and economically priced - housed in 1U frame.
